The Carmel Academy of Performing Arts (CAPA) Scholarship is awarded to students who demonstrate
exceptional talent in acting, singing, dancing and/or playing a musical instrument. Applicants should
also display intellectual curiosity and a genuine commitment to learning. Recipients are expected to
embody the School’s values of excellence, integrity, connectedness, curiosity and courage, and to
show the capacity to contribute positively to both the School and the wider community.

The scholarship provides partial remission of tuition fees of up to 50% per annum for a period of up
to six years, at the discretion of the Scholarships Committee.

The recipient is expected to demonstrate an ongoing commitment to; their studies, the betterment
of the school environment, the service of others and the positive representation of Carmel School in
the community as an excellent ambassador for the School. Demonstrating the highest personal and
professional standards, the recipient must be a Mensch (a person of high integrity, honour, and
rectitude) and actively participate in the CAPA program and School life. The scholarship may be
withdrawn at any time if the above expectations are not being met.
